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Mission Next Door Completes Its 16th Year of Service 
In December of 2023 Mission Next Door completed 16 
years of assisting some of the neediest Rockbridge area 
homeowners with critical home repair needs. The ven-
ture was initiated in 2007 by six area churches led by 
Roberta Fauber of the New Providence Mission Com-
mittee. Since the initial project in 2007, MND has com-
pleted over 280 projects with predominantly volunteer 
labor, and at a cost to us of approximately  $242,000. 
These costs have been  principally for materials. Approxi-
mately 90% of this total has come from charitable fund-
raising and private donations to assist neighbors in 
need.  
Our projects have been distributed across a wide array 
of communities primarily in Rockbridge County. We have 
also ranged further afield to assist in Bath, Nelson, and 
Washington counties, as well as providing flood damage 
repair in West Virginia. Of the more than 284 projects, 
263 have required more than $100 in costs and/or 4 or 
more hours of labor. In addition, we have been involved 
on nine occasions where our primary function was to 
advocate for the homeowners on financial or legal is-
sues.  
Currently, we are completing about 20 projects per year 
with much of the work involving carpentry to replace or 
repair damaged floors, stairs, porches, and railings as 
well as frequent repair of plumbing failures. One of our 
most frequent and urgent needs involves providing 
handicapped folks with wheelchair ramps and accessible 
showers. Our plans for the future involve focusing more 
on these efforts. This work is the most critically needed 
of all that we do and provides excellent opportunities for 
Christian fellowship among teams of workers with only 
modest skills. Hopefully when, in the future, you are pro-
vided with the opportunity to sign up for a minimal time 
commitment to participate in one of these projects, you 
will do so and share the joy.   
 
Friends of Barnabas Honduras Mission 
Doris Fredricksen will be traveling to Honduras for 
a mission trip with Friends of Barnabas in June 
2024! The trip will cost $1,900 per individual. In 
addition to this the team is seeking to raise 
$11,000 for other expenses and supplies. The New 
Providence Apostleship Team has committed $500 
to support Doris' mission efforts.

Today the Imagination 
Library is available across the country and international-
ly. Total books gifted now exceed 229 million and 
counting!
